Iraq Invaded

Slide presentation and discussion of the US invasion and occupation of Iraq
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Assembled since the beginning of the invasion by Bob Allen, the slides from internet news service photos provide a narrative of the US occupation, along with a brief introduction of events and issues leading up to the invasion. The presentation challenges the most pervasive misrepresentations promoted in the US to justify the war on Iraq.


Among the issues addressed are the ‘weapons of mass destruction’ hoax, the effects of the Shock and Awe bombings and invasion, the rise of the Shiite political power in Iraq, the role of the Kurdish parties, the failure of US occupation authorities to provide the most rudimentary needs in Iraq, the control of Iraq's oil by the US, the role of the United Nations and other nations in the Iraq occupation, along with the aspirations of the Iraqi people for independence and national sovereignty. Time is allotted for opinions and discussion after the presentation.


After months of occupation and politicians of both US parties pledging support for years of war in Iraq, it is time for a real debate and discussion.
